Symptom: Logical drive volume is unknown or unreadable after creating an MBR/Basic/Dynamic/GPT partition when the system is rebooted under windows server 2k3 SP2 when connected to a VTRAK MCLASS Fiber unit.  
Temporary Workaround: 

1. Downgrading to SP1 
2. In SP2 rescan the disk management

Proceedure: 
Created two logical drives one over two TB’s and one less than two TB’s. Using default settings – 64k stripe, raid 5, 512 sector size. 

Next step 

Create the initiator, turned LUN mapping to enable, set logical drives up accordingly. LUN 0, LUN 1. (Syncing Drives)

Next step

Make sure both logical drives are seen properly, using HBA management software. Go to device manager, and format the full logical volume on both logical volumes that where created. Assigned drive letter, used I/O METER for I/O’s, and then placed data into both logical drives. 

Reboot server, after server is rebooted the HBA is slow to boot, but does. Next it sees the logical volumes that are created in bios menu of HBA. After login, the assigned drive letter is missing, and when we look at device manager storage volumes, all logical drive partitions are either unknown/ unreadable. I have formatted the drives in several formats (MBR/Basic/Dynamic/GPT then rebooted same issue using), and all results are the same. Regressed the server to 2k1 and that seems to work.
